
 

Festival Merchandise Assistant 
The Festival Merchandise assistant will manage our on-site merchandise booth, work with and 
instruct 1-2 merchandise booth volunteers where applicable. The Festival will recruit and assign 
volunteers. 
 
We will provide training in our payment and cash handling system, but you must be comfortable 
with monetary transactions and will need to handle cash reporting at the end of each event. 
 
You will transport all necessary merchandise to and from each venue, including tablecloths, price 
signs and twinkle lights. The Merchandise Booth (signage, overhead light, tent and table) will be 
ready when arriving at the venues, your job will be to lay our Festival and Artist Merch in a 
presentable and appealing way.  
 
Dedicate at least 1-2 hours before Sep 1, and after Sep 15 to come into our office to organize and 
inventory all merchandise.

You’ll be part of a small team of seasonal staff, crew and volunteers that joins the Festival every 
year to ensure our festival is a success.  
 
Terms: Seasonal employment. Must be able to work outside in the field Merchandise Booth 
where concert events take place (approx. 3-5 hrs./day). 
 
Must be able to lift and move up to 30 lbs. You must have a driver’s license. 
 
Compensation: $20/hour, exempt. Qualifies for overtime. Mileage reimbursed at 72.5 cents per 
mile.
